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The 1st Road Safety Info-Centre in Athens

The Road Safety Institute (R.S.I.) "Panos Mylonas" in its continuous efforts to inform and raise awareness all road users, has created an Info-Centre in the centre of Athens. It is an easily accesible pleasant area that will help increase public awareness in road safety issues.

The opening was held by the General Secretary of the Society for the Promotion of Education and Learning (Philekpaideutiki Etaireia), Prof. I. Paraskevopoulos and the Board Member of the Society for the Promotion of Education and Learning (Philekpaideutiki Etaireia), General Manager of the Books’ Archway where the R.S.IC. is located, Mr. D. Kakavelakis. 
The President of BoD R.S.I. "Panos Mylonas" Mrs V. Danelli-Mylona presented the R.S.IC.'s goals, that aspires to become a key referral point for Road Safety and the EU funded AVENUE project’s educational programs.
